The validity of the obligations authorized by such resolution may be hereafter contested only if such obligations were authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town of Webster is not authorized to expend money or if the provisions of law which should have been complied with as of the date of publication of this notice were not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of publication of this notice, or such obligations were authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

SUMMARY OF BOND RESOLUTION

Set forth below is a summary of said resolution adopted by the Town Board of the Town of Webster (the “Town”) on March 3, 2016. 

1. The resolution is entitled “BOND RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF WEBSTER, MONROE COUNTY, NEW YORK (THE “TOWN”), AUTHORIZING THE TOWN TO UNDERTAKE THE RENOVATIONS, ALTERATIONS AND IMPROVEMENTS TO THE TOWN HALL/POLICE DEPARTMENT BUILDING AND THE HIGHWAY GARAGE; STATING THE MAXIMUM ESTIMATED COST THEREOF IS $1,800,000; APPROPRIATING SAID AMOUNT THEREFOR; AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $1,800,000 IN SERIAL BONDS OF THE TOWN TO FINANCE SAID APPROPRIATION”. 

2. The object or purpose for which the bonds are authorized to be issued is to finance (a) renovations, alterations and improvements at the Town Hall/Police Department Building located at 1000 Ridge Road, including, without limitation, (a) renovations, alterations and improvements at the Town Hall/Police Department Building located at 1000 Ridge Road including, without limitation, (i) interior renovations to the old Board Room wing and office wings, (ii) replacement of doors and windows, (iii) upgrades and improvements to the building’s security system, electrical system, phone system, heating, ventilation and air conditioning systems and plumbing, (iv) exterior renovations and improvements, including masonry repairs, replacement of siding and installation of security fencing, (v) replacement of carpeting, (vi) relocation of gun locker, (vii) asbestos removal, and (viii) acquisition and installation of machinery, equipment, furniture and fixtures in and around the foregoing improvements; and (b) renovation, alteration and improvements at the Highway Garage, including the insulation of the building and the installation of gutters; and (c) all ancillary and related improvements, all architectural, engineering, design and other preliminary costs, legal costs and costs incidental to the financing thereof.

3. The period of probable usefulness is fifteen (15) years.

4. The amount of obligations authorized to be issued is $1,800,000.
